General Information

Arrival:

The High School will open at 2:00 P.M. All guards & staff MUST enter through the Baker Road Main Entrance of the building
stated on the map/directions. Your guard will be assigned a greeter who will assist you for the evening and keep you on time.
Hand stamps are required.

Parking and Props:

Guard buses and Equipment Trucks can be parked in the Baker Road parking lot. All large props must enter through the set of
doors closest to Baker Road. This will be the door with the middle bar removed for the ease of bringing in props. All props will be
placed in the hallway next to the cafeteria and each guard will have a designated area, indicated with a sign on the wall, to leave
their props.

Spectators will park and enter through the Freeman Road parking lot.

NOTE: Only guard members and staff/crew persons (7) will be able to use this entrance. You will receive 7 wristbands
for your staff when checking in. All spectators MUST use the Freeman Road Gym Entrance door. NO EXCEPTIONS.

Dressing:

Each guard will be assigned a room in the school. Your staff/director will be held accountable for the room & its contents. DO
NOT go through desk drawers or items that may have been left out by the teacher. Please leave your room as you found it.
Please do not eat or drink in your room. Also, if you are using glitter (makeup) please apply it in the bathroom facility. An adult
must be present in the room whenever there are students in it. NO USE of equipment is permitted outside the prop warm-up
areas. Please, NO Glitter in the classrooms, ONLY use Glitter in the Restrooms.

Tickets:
$10.00 for spectators 8 and up; 7 and under are Free
Guard members will be allowed into the gym for backside seating.

Food:

Concessions will be available beginning at 2:30 P.M. in the cafeteria at the north end of the school. Please support our booster
organization. Items being offered include: Pizza, Chicken Wing Soup, Mac and Cheese, Taco in a Bag, along with assorted
baked goods and beverages.

Warm-Up:
A schedule is enclosed showing warm up times. Body Warm-up will be located in the Commons and Equipment Warm-up will be
in the Auditorium.

Floors:
Performance floors unfold from Right to Left from spectator’s view. (If you are looking at the floor from the Front Side
seats you will enter in the front right corner and exit the front left corner.)

We will be providing an area for you to video your own team. It is your responsibility to provide your own videotaping equipment.

The critique will be held in the Judges room after retreat. Please refer to the enclosed schedule.
